5. Legislative Updates from Environmental and Energy Consulting (EEC) and Committee Discussion 
 
Kayla Robinson gave a timeline update on the legislative process. Last Friday was the last day for policy 
committees for fiscal bills, and next Friday is the last day for non-fiscal bills.  Now, everyone is gearing up for 
May 19, when the Assembly and Senate hold their appropriations suspense file hearings.   
 
Member Groom asked about the $60B plus surplus and if the Agency was going to put forth some projects for 
that surplus. 
 
Kayla Robinson answered that the Senate put out their budget priorities proposal last week, gearing up for the 
Governor’s revised budget that comes out mid-May.  She noted that the proposal did put forth additional money 
for SB1383 funding for infrastructure and local governments.  So, the Senate is advocating for additional surplus, 
but there isn’t technically new money in this year’s budget, it’s money that has been spread out over two years 
for 1383.  Reed Addis added that there is a difference between the Senate and the Assembly, and the Assembly 
has changed its tune over the last few weeks on the availability of surplus dollars, and they are now saying there 
is not a lot of money left over. 
 
The committee then discussed the Agency’s priority bills: 
 
SB1215/AB2440 – Kayla Robinson noted that at this point, the main opposition groups have taken a neutral 
stance.  Because of that neutral stance, the bills have done well in committee, and even a few republicans have 
voted aye on the bills.  Now that the bills are out of policy committees, the opposition groups have come forward 
with a lot of technical feedback, so EEC is trying to set up some strategic meetings to hear their concerns and 
merge their interests to find a path forward.  Because there are bills in both houses, there is more confidence 
this year, so they are trying to think more long term about getting these bills to the floor. 
 
Reed Addis added that because the appropriations committee meets at the end of the month, if the committee 
members haven’t already, this would be a good time to generate extra support by reaching out to contacts 
through various networks.  He suggested trying to agendize support at other local agency’s groups that the 
committee members might sit on as well as reaching out to colleagues throughout the state to have a 
conversation about the bills ahead of the appropriations committee meeting and asking them to call their state 
legislator and asking them to support the bills. 
 
Executive Director La Mariana thanked EEC for their efforts in getting the California Professional Firefighters 
Union to support the bills. 
 
AB1985 – Kayla Robinson noted that this bill is the mechanism for SB1383 procurement issues.  It is sitting in 
appropriations and was fiscally flagged as expensive.  EEC is working on back channeling to let appropriations 
know that the bill in print is not the goal, the goal is to open the door to have a conversation with CalRecycle to

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come up with a solution to the procurement issues.  May 19th they will know if their back channeling was 
successful. 
 
The committee then discussed other bills EEC wanted to highlight. 
 
SB54 – Kayla Robinson gave an update on the plastics ballot initiative.  She noted that there is a process by 
which the legislature can put a bill in place that would replace the ballot initiative.  Currently there are 
conversations happening trying to balance opposition and support, so there could be language for this bill that 
tries to get that initiative removed from the ballot and that language could be available by Wednesday.  Kayla 
Robinson noted that the Attorney General subpoenaed Exxon Mobile related to plastic and holding the gas 
industry accountable for misinformation around plastic.  Reed Addis added that he was a little unclear how the 
Attorney General’s action interplays with the bill and the ballot initiative, but it’s fair to say that it will have some 
interplay. 
 
Member Brownrigg commented that at the request of Californians Against Waste he attended the League of 
Cities Environmental Quality Policy Committee meeting where they were debating whether to take a position of 
in favor of or opposed to this ballot initiative.  He noted that he was surprised by the number of people who were 
opposed to it.  He did note that the committee did vote about 60/40 in favor of support, but it was a very 
significant no vote.  Most of the opposition came from wanting this to happen in the legislature rather than 
through the initiative, or around no new taxes equating the $0.01 fee to a tax.   
 
Reed Addis commented that EEC is trying to raise money for some polling on this issue. 
 
Member Groom added that in San Mateo County they are regularly hearing no new taxes, so if they think it’s a 
tax it will be a hard sell. 
 
Member Brownrigg thought that the support position missed out on some salient points.  One being the sheer 
costs to agencies like the SBWMA to handle this material, costs which get passed on through the garbage rates, 
and while it is a fee at the consumer level it is to avoid other costs that the consumers will have. 
 
Kayla Robinson added that it’s likely that the initiative would have to pass for the $0.01 fee to move forward, 
what is being worked on via the legislature doesn’t have the fee. 
 
Member Brownrigg asked if the SBWMA would still be in favor without the $0.01 fee. 
 
Executive Director La Mariana commented that he thought the Agency would be in favor of anything that would 
help get at plastics reduction and pollution. And he agreed with Member Brownrigg’s comments to rebrand the 
marketing as a cost avoidance message. 
 
Reed Addis noted that there are some challenges in that there is opposition and there is no coordinated 
campaign yet.  
 
Member Brownrigg suggested a quick review of the initiative to brief the full board on this issue. 
 
Executive Director La Mariana noted he would put it on the June Board Agenda. 
 
SB1013 – Kayla Robinson noted that the Senate Pro Tem has introduced this bill related to the Bottle Bill.  It 
would add alcoholic beverage containers into the Bottle Bill, which is a major shift, and because of the Senate 
Pro Tem backing it, it does look like there will be movement this year to add alcoholic beverage containers.  She 
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also noted that this support from the Senate Pro Tem has made Senator Wieckowski back off SB38, which had 
intended to completely revamp the Bottle Bill. 
 
Member Brownrigg asked if the Agency gets money from the CRV program.  Executive Director La Mariana 
answered yes, the Agency gets reimbursement for this through a CalRecycle formula and CalRecycle then 
audits annually against what the Agency has reported.  Member Brownrigg asked for a calculation of potential 
revenue implications if alcoholic containers are added to the program.  Executive Director La Mariana noted he 
would work on getting a rough calculation to the committee. 
 
Member Rak asked for a brief update on the ability of residents to find recycling centers in the County. 
 
Kayla Robinson noted that this is an ongoing issue that the Bottle Bill is grappling with.  Grocery stores that sell 
CRV items are required to take them back, but many of them are paying a fee instead of taking them back or 
telling CalRecycle they are taking them back, but they don’t.  She noted that this issue has created a surplus, 
because bottles and cans aren’t being redeemed.  So CalRecycle is using that surplus to try to come up with 
some creative solutions to get the deposits back to the consumers.  Reed Addis added that part of CalRecycle’s 
budget proposal is to create collection locations at schools and community colleges to make them more 
accessible. 
 
Member Brownrigg noted that inherently schools don’t seem like a great idea unless it creates a source of 
revenue for the schools.  Reed Addis noted that CalRecycle has not explained the policy reason to him yet.  
Member Brownrigg thought diluting the aggregation of the material was not a good idea and that by moving it to 
a school or a municipality, that agency would then have to become an accountant to repay the deposit fees, and 
the state has already invested in a recycling system, so this approach feels redundant unless someone can 
make an argument that it will lead to more diversion.

Executive Director La Mariana added that accounting for this program is quite complicated and that he thought it 
wasn’t a good fit for schools to manage this program.  He also noted that the County of San Mateo received a 
grant from the State to add recycling locations.  Staff Au added that the County has three new recycling 
locations, one is in North Fair Oaks, the other two are in Half Moon Bay and Daly City, these are not permanent 
sites, but they are not mobile either.  She also didn’t know how long the grant would last but having more 
locations has helped to alleviate demand.

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5. Legislative Updates from Environmental and Energy Consulting (EEC) and Committee Discussion 
 
Kayla Robinson gave a timeline update on the legislative process.  She noted that there is one month left to get 
all the bills through their policy committees, and until June 15 to get a budget completed, so the atmosphere in 
the legislature is a fast moving and hectic.  July will be off, and many legislators will be on break before returning 
in August, where at the end of the month all bills need to be passed with a finalized budget. 
 
The committee then discussed the Agency’s priority bills: 
 
AB1985 – This is the bill related to SB1383 procurement and creating a relief package for local governments.  
This bill has passed out of the appropriations committee in its first house and made it the second house.  EEC is 
now having conversations with CalRecycle to figure out where the compromise might be.  CalRecycle will be 
providing technical assistance on a 2-year phase in of the procurement requirements. She noted that pushing 
out the requirements by two years would offer relief to local governments, but there are larger concerns around 
procurement that EEC was hoping to tackle in this bill, and CalRecycle is engaged in those conversations, but 
has also pushed back on any long-term solutions to procurement, so she couldn’t say what those long term 
solutions might be at this point. 
 
Executive Director La Mariana said that as it is now, this would be a partial victory, due to the magnitude of 
material required to meet procurement requirements, so that is disappointing.  Kayla Robinson noted the EEC 
isn’t giving up yet, but the initial signal was definitely push back. 
 
Kayla Robinson added that EEC has heard that there may be some money in the state budget for SB 1383 relief 
related to grants or infrastructure, so they are watching and hoping that that comes to fruition. 
 
SB1215/AB2440 – Battery bills.  Both bills have made it out of their initial house’s appropriations committee and 
are in the second house policy committees.  She noted that there are a number of opposition groups, and a 
chunk of the opposition has come forward and put pressure on the sponsors to integrate the bills with the 
existing e-waste program.  The existing e-waste program has a fee on the receipt, and that is something 
opposition would like to see that those fees cover the cost of the program.  EEC has been trying to figure out 
what the path forward is, and they worked with consultants who came up with the solution of amending one of 
the bills to include the e-waste language and keep one with the non-e-waste program.  She explained that 
amending the existing e-waste program requires a 2/3rds vote, so it’s a much harder path, but if opposition is in 
agreement, it can work. 
 
SB54 / Plastics Initiative– Reed Addis reminded the group that the SBWMA has taken a position in support of 
the ballot initiative that is slated to go forward on the November ballot.  The only reason that it wouldn’t go 
forward is if the legislature were to pass a bill, and the 3 signatories of the ballot initiative agree to remove or 
replace their measure.  Senator Allen is trying to see if he can come up with a compromise through the 
legislature that would convince those supporting the initiative to remove it.  He noted that if that were to happen 
whatever the legislature passes would not be codified by voters and could therefore be changed by the 
legislature in the future.  The potential bill language is out to see if it hits the mark of reducing industry opposition 
while still being strong enough for the environmental community.  He commented that he thought Senator Allen’s 
office has not found that sweet spot yet.  The drop deadline for the signatories to remove the initiative is June 30, 
so there isn’t much time to reach a compromise.  At this point, EEC recommends that the SBWMA not support 
SB54, and remain in watch, but if the Agency stays supportive of the initiative there is a risk it doesn’t pass.  
 
Member Groom commented that generally she’s in favor of these types of compromises, but in this case, there is 
way too much given up on the environmental side, and we’ve been trying to get something like this passed for a 
long time. 
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Bottle Bill Update Follow up from last meeting – Kayla Robinson noted that a question came up at the last 
meeting about how much income would be generated by adding alcoholic beverages to the bottle bill and they’ve 
done some research and it looks like CRV would increase in the low hundreds of millions statewide, and at least 
some of that would be available to the RethinkWaste territory. 
 
6. Legislative Committee Member Comments 
 
The Committee discussed tomorrow’s primary election, which is useful to track and to be aware how significantly 
the delegation may change in 2023.   
 
Executive Director La Mariana commented that he’s closely watching measure F in San Francisco.  If that 
passes it could put Recology’s business model that is written into the City’s ordinance to an out to bid process 
Recology’s San Francisco office is their corporate office, so if it passes it could have a ripple effect to their other 
business units which could affect the SBWMA. 
 
Member Groom noted that Jackie Speier’s open congressional seat is a big deal and being without Jackie Speier 
in public office for the first time in many years, there are big shoes to fill.

Subject:  Update on SBWMA’s Co-sponsored Bills   
 
Recommendation 
This staff report is for discussion purposes only. 
 
Summary 
All three of the Agency’s co-sponsored bills –AB 2440 (Irwin), SB 1215 (Newman) and AB 1985 (Rivas) – have all 
made it to their second house floors for a full vote. 
 
AB 2440 (Irwin) and SB 1215 (Newman), the battery recycling bills, successfully passed out of their second house 
fiscal and policy committees and are now on the Senate and Assembly floors, respectfully. AB 2440 passed the 
Senate Appropriations Committee on a 5-2 vote and SB 1215 passed out of Assembly Appropriations on a 12-4 
vote. The authors’ offices and proponents of AB 2440 (Irwin), a bill now focused on recycling loose batteries, are 
working out the details of a final round amendments that will go into print week of August 22 and hopefully move 
key opposition groups to neutral. Once these amendments go into print, the bill will need to sit for 72 hours before 
it can be voted on. SB 1215 (Newman), which is focused on recycling products with embedded batteries, has 
robust support from industry associations including the California Retailers Association, Consumer Technology 
Association, and the Toy Association and is waiting on the Assembly floor to be voted on. 
 
After many months of negotiations with CalRecycle, AB 1985 (Rivas) is in its final form and ready for a full vote on 
the Senate floor. SB 1383’s procurement requirements will be as follows: 

• By 2023, each jurisdiction shall procure 30% of its recovered organic waste product procurement target. 
• By 2024, each jurisdiction shall procure 65% of its recovered organic waste product procurement target. 
• By 2025, each jurisdiction shall procure 100% of its recovered organic waste product procurement target. 
• Allows CalRecycle to lower these targets in the future without going through a regulatory process.

Recommendation 
This staff report is for discussion purposes only. 
 
Summary 
The Agency’s lobbyist, Environmental and Energy Consulting (EEC) will provide an update on the most up-to-date 
2022 California Legislative Session activities. August 31 at midnight is the last day for the Legislature of pass bills.  
 
Aside from the Agency’s three co-sponsored bills, there are four other bills the Agency is supporting that are still in 
play and that EEC are tracking. They are: 

• SB 1256 (Wiekowski) would prohibit the sale of disposable propane cylinders. This bill is currently on the 
Governor’s desk.  

• SB 1046 (Eggman) would prohibit stores after January 1, 2025 from providing pre-checked bags to a 
customer if the bag is not compostable or a recycled paper bag. This bill awaits and concurrence vote on 
the Senate Floor.   

• SB 1013 (Atkins) would expand the existing California Beverage Container Recycling and Litter Reduction 
Act to include wine and distilled spirits. This bill awaits and Assembly Floor vote 

• AB 2208 (Kalra) would phase out the sale of mercury-containing compact fluorescent lamps (CFLs) by 
2024 and linear fluorescent lamps by 2025. This bill awaits a Senate Floor vote 

 
Additionally, SB 54 (Allen) – the plastic producer responsibility bill – was signed by the Governor back in late 
June, but proponents of the bill are still working on clean-up language that was agreed upon in a final dash to 
pass the bill before the June 30 deadline to pull the plastic ballot initiative. The clean-up language will likely be 
included in budget trailer bill language before the end of the legislative session.

Summary: Current law requires, no later than January 1, 2018, the State Air Resources Board to
approve and begin implementing a comprehensive short-lived climate pollutant strategy to achieve a
reduction in statewide emissions of methane by 40%, hydrofluorocarbon gases by 40%, and
anthropogenic black carbon by 50% below 2013 levels by 2030. Current law requires the methane
emissions reduction goals to include a 50% reduction in the level of the statewide disposal of organic
waste from the 2014 level by 2020 and a 75% reduction by 2025. Current law requires the
Department of Resources Recycling and Recovery, in consultation with the state board, to adopt
regulations to achieve these organic waste reduction goals that include, among other things,
requirements intended to meet the goal that not less than 20% of edible food that is currently
disposed of be recovered for human consumption by 2025 and that may include penalties to be
imposed by the department for noncompliance, as provided. The department‘s regulations provide for,
among other things, the calculation by the department of recovered organic waste product
procurement targets for each local jurisdiction. This bill would require any penalties imposed by the
department on a local jurisdiction that fails to meet its recovered organic waste procurement target to
be imposed pursuant to a specified schedule based on the percentage of the local jurisdiction’s
recovered organic waste product procurement target achieved. The bill would exempt jurisdictions in
possession of a specified rural exemption from these requirements until December 31, 2026.

Summary: Would make the Rechargeable Battery Recycling Act of 2006 and the Cell Phone Recycling
Act of 2004 inoperative as of September 30, 2026, and would repeal those acts as of January 1, 2027.
This bill would enact the Responsible Battery Recycling Act of 2022, which would require producers, as
defined, either individually or through the creation of one or more stewardship organizations, to
establish a stewardship program for the collection and recycling of covered batteries, as defined. The
bill would require a producer or stewardship organization to develop, and to submit to the department
and the Department of Toxic Substances Control for review and approval as specified, a stewardship
plan and would prescribe the standards and elements required to be contained in a stewardship plan
for covered batteries. The bill would require the department, on or before January 1, 2025, and in
consultation with the Department of Toxic Substances Control, to adopt regulations to implement the
act. The bill would require a stewardship organization or producer to have a complete stewardship
plan approved by the department no later than 18 months after the effective date of the regulations
adopted by the department in order for the stewardship organization or producer to be in compliance
with the act.

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Summary: The California Integrated Waste Management Act of 1989, administered by the Department
of Resources Recycling and Recovery, generally regulates the disposal, management, and recycling of
solid waste. The act requires disposal facility operators to submit information to the department on the
disposal tonnages that are disposed of at the disposal facility, and requires solid waste handlers and
transfer station operators to provide information to disposal facility operators for purposes of that
requirement. The act requires recycling and composting operations and facilities to submit periodic
information to the department on the types and quantities of materials that are disposed of, sold, or
transferred to other recycling or composting facilities or specified entities. This bill would provide that
these reporting requirements do not apply to materials that are used by facilities defined as end users
pursuant to the regulations adopted by the department or that are otherwise exempt pursuant to
those regulations.

Summary: The Electronic Waste Recycling Act of 2003 (act) requires a retailer selling a covered
electronic device in this state to collect from a consumer at the time of retail sale a covered electronic
waste recycling fee, as specified.

Moneys in the
account may be expended, upon appropriation by the Legislature in the annual Budget Act, for other
specified purposes, including the administration of the act by the Department of Resources Recycling
and Recovery (CalRecycle) and DTSC and to provide funding to DTSC to implement and enforce the
hazardous waste control laws as they relate to covered electronic devices. This bill would, among
other things, expand the definition of “covered electronic device” to include a “covered battery-
embedded product,” as defined, thereby expanding the scope of the act to include covered battery-
embedded products, as provided. The bill would require a consumer, on and after January 1, 2026, to
pay a covered battery-embedded waste recycling fee in an amount established by CalRecycle upon the
purchase of a new or refurbished covered battery-embedded product.
